Seminar at Spring Fling

The prac-
tice session is_not a certifica-
tion or re-certification course,
so will be limited to holders of a
current CPR card. (The certifi-
cation may be through Ameri-
can Heart Association, Ameri-
can Red Cross, Medic First Aid,
or other recognized entity). |If
you have not attended a CPR
class or your certification has
expired, you are advised to at-
tend a course.

Ten Staggering Facts Every Family Should Know...

1. No family can rely on 911 alone. When someone st  ops breathing, or the heart stops beating, he or sh e typi-
cally can survive for only 4 to 6 minutes before la  ck of oxygen can result in brain damage or death. C PR can
buy extra time for your loved one, until profession al help can arrive, by artificially circulating oxy gen to the
brain.

2. Over 70% of all cardiac and breathing emergencie s occur in the home when a family member is present
and available to help a victim.

3. Accidental injuries, including choking and drown ing, are the leading cause of death in children -- and send
over 16 million kids a year to the emergency room.

4. More than 1.5 million heart attacks occur eachy  ear, and approximately 350,000 of these people die  before
ever reaching a hospital.

5. CPR saves lives. Statistics show that the earlie  r CPR is initiated, the greater the chances of surv  ival. In
fact, the American Heart Association estimates that 100,000 to 200,000 lives of adults and children co  uld be
saved each year if CPR were performed early enough.

6. Retention of CPR learning is a major issue, accordi  ng to the American Heart Association. In fact, stud ies
have shown that memory of CPR skills and knowledge tends to deteriorate as early as three months after
training, even among highly trained professionals - - including doctors, nurses, and more.

7. CPR is not just for heart attacks! Approximately 7 million adults and children suffer disabling inj uries in
their own homes and backyards each year, resulting from accidents which may require CPR, according to
the American Heart Association.
Some of the common causes of "sudden death” that ma y require CPR include:

Electric Shock

Heart Attacks

Drowning

Severe Allergic Reactions

Choking

Drug Overdose

Suffocation
