Personal Protective Equipment      
Providing emergency care can expose a first aid provider to potential risks. Certain blood born and bod-
ily fluid diseases can be transmitted through open cuts, sores in the skin or through mucous membranes 
of the mouth, nose and eyes. Using Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) or universal barriers such as 
disposable gloves can isolate the provider from these infectious materials. Let’s look at one type and the 
most commonly used Personal Protective Equipment, gloves. 

Medical exam gloves are integral supplies for sanitary medical care. Every emergency care provider 
should have some type of medical glove in their vehicle. They create a barrier between the patient and 
the caregiver to limit the transfer of bodily fluids and infectious matter. This helps protect both the pa-
tient and the medical provider from infection. Medical exam gloves are made of latex, vinyl or nitrile. 
Below is an overview of the different types of exam gloves: 

Latex gloves are the original medical exam gloves, and also the most common type used by medical pro-
fessionals today. They are strong, elastic, thickest and most protective of the different glove types. They 
are perfect for high risk situations, especially those with exposure to blood and other bodily fluids. Their 
resistance to holes, tears and many types of chemicals make them highly protective. They are however 
not without drawbacks. Due to the increasing rate of latex allergy among health professionals as well as 
in the general population, there has been an increasing move to make gloves of non-latex materials such 
as vinyl or nitrile rubber. 

Vinyl exam gloves, made of Polyvinyl Chloride (PVC), are latex free and a secondary alternative to la-
tex gloves. They are an excellent barrier of protection when used in appropriate situations of low risk 
procedures lasting 10-15 minutes. Water, oils, foods and common chemicals do not degrade them. They 
are easy to put on and unrestrictive. They are often used in the food service industry due to their non-
reactive nature. They are also good for protecting the hands during activities such as painting and clean-
ing. Their lower cost and versatility make vinyl gloves the preferred choice for many medical and non-
medical applications. 

Disposable nitrile gloves are made with synthetic latex and can be used by people with latex allergies. 
They provide superior protection against infection, contamination and other risks. They are resistant to 
puncture, scuffing, tearing and stand up against most common chemicals and solvent.  They provide a 
comfortable fit and can be worn for an extended period of time.  

. Within these three main categories of exam gloves, there are a wide variety of options to consider to ac-
commodate your needs and preferences. Remember not only is it important to be able to provide first aid 
to those in need, but it is more important to protect yourself in the process.
