IN MY SADDLEBAGS
Let's Get Geared Up For A Ride!!!

SAY WHAT... It's snowing outside; are you crazy? What | “mean” versus what you “read” is let’s get “ready” for
our riding season. Can anyone remember the 4 Preps from the Experienced Riding Course?

1) Are you getting yourself MENTALLY prepared for the upcoming riding season? Now is the time for you to get
your head back into the idea of being on a motorcycle and in traffic and dealing with all the things that riders and
co-riders have to keep track of. That means seminars and discussion groups and sharing of information.

2) Are you getting yourself PHYSICALLY prepared? Are you meds up-to-date? When was your last doctor’s
physical? We all know that riding is very physically challenging on our bodies with the heat and the cold, rain
and sun, day and night, etc. etc. We have to keep physically fit or we will become a statistic of some kind! That
also means getting that training in First Aid and CPR, if there is ever a case of need among your riding group. |
can only imagine the feeling that someone would experience when they have to idly stand by and watch an ill or
injured teammate or co-rider. Always be prepared!

3) Does your bike still EIT you? Is your bike still the style, size and arrangement that fits your riding style? Is it
time to switch styles? Now is the time to start shopping for the one that makes the riding season an enjoyment
instead of an ordeal, so you are comfortable on it when the actual riding season arrives.

4) Is your GEAR ready? Do your riding garments (jackets, helmets, gloves, boots) still fit properly, or has father
time redistributed some of your assets into a new longitude, prompting a shopping spree? The idea is to start
getting ready for the ride long before the ride is about to happen.

Remember that we are always examples in our daily lives... It is your choice to be a good example or a bad ex-
ample. Always try to be a good example!

A Good Question Asked

| had the pleasure and good fortune of visiting Chapter P Fish Fry in Sullivan Mo. this past weekend.
First of all let me say... WHAT A SPREAD! The food was fabulous! The place was packed! If you
have never been to Chapter P annual Fish Fry, you are missing one heck of a meal!

But anyway, | was asked about the MFA's CPR program and it's certification length compared to
other programs. | informed them that MFA certification is good for 2 years. But | also mentioned that
there is a caveat to this. | am in favor taking the course every year. Why you ask?

Well at a chapter meeting | asked what was the synonym for actions if a person thought someone
was having a stroke. Not one person that took the MFA class last year remembered. (Except those
in the medical field.) Most could tell me a couple of things to look for but not all. The synonym is
FAST (look at the person’s FACE if there is a droop, ARMS, ask them to raise their arms, SPEECH
ask them to say a simple sentence looking for slurs and TIME for treatment is of the essence.) When
prompted, folks remembered. But the point made was since folks did not (and thankfully) have the
need to use what they learned in class they were rusty.

Let's think about other skills and hobbies that our members and friends are involved in. Sports like
archery, target shooting, hunting, bowling and darts to name a few. Most every one practices occa-
sionally throughout the year especially if one is on a league. Skills like typing (which | admit | am the
greatest 3 finger typist in Region E) and shorthand take an inordinate amount of practice and concen-
tration. If not used over time the skills become dull and rusty. The practice sharpens one’s skill mak-
ing the scores better, the aim better and the results better.

Hence the reason | personally promote taking the MFA CPR/AED First Aid class yearly. Now don’t
get me wrong, this is not a requirement. If folks are willing to put the time in for their hobbies to better
their skills, why not put yearly life saving practice of CPR on their schedule as well?

This year MFA has updated some procedures. | hope everyone considers asking for an MFA CPR

course over the upcoming year. As always voice your request to your Chapter Director or Chapter
Educator which in turn will contact me about coordinating a class for your area.
