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IN  MY  SADDLEBAGS 
EXPECTATIONS 

             I am always reminding my students in the beginner riding classes of two important riding considerations: every ride 
is a “practice” ride, and we are always an example as we ride, so always try to be a good example!  Coming home from a 
recent local chapter ride, Bob Phelps and I had the opportunity to work on another important consideration for all of us 
called “expectations”.  What "expectations" do others have of us, and what are our "expectations" of others? 
             Bob and I were coming home in a separate group from the chapter ride, and planned a quick stop at Chesterfield 
Powersports for a part I had ordered, when we happened upon some fellow bikers on the side of the road just before the 
store, working on one of the bikes.  After picking up my part from the shop (which was already closed, but the part for me 
was left outside) and returning to the road, we noticed the bikes still there continuing their endeavor, so Bob and I decided 
to stop and make the "expected" offer of whatever help we could provide. 
             Two of the bikes were Ninja's with a couple of young guys on them, and the other bike was a Harley, with another 
young rider and his lady co-rider.  The Harley was the bike they were working on, and it appeared the right grip mechanism 
was the problem area.  We asked if they had the tools they needed for the repairs and I “expected” that we would be on our 
way quickly, thinking they were just making some adjustments from something that had shaken loose.  They then informed 
us that it appeared the engine cut-off switch had shorted out in the "off" position, and they couldn't get any spark going to 
the plugs, and did not know what they could do.  My brain immediately kicked into "memory scan mode" of what I might 
have in my saddlebags to help out, besides a new Harley engine cut-off switch!  One of the Ninja riders confessed later to 
us that when we pulled up to them, they commented to each other of what these two "old" guys thought they could do to 
help out when they already decided they couldn't fix the issue! 
             I confirmed the cut-off switch was the culprit by using an electronic alligator clamp (from my saddlebag) between 
the two switch poles, and the Harley fired right up.  Now, how could we get the two switch poles to stay "short-circuited", so 
they could get to their destination, without destroying the wiring so it could be permanently fixed with a new switch at a later 
time? 
             I went looking (in my saddlebags) for some kind of a solid wire to solder to the two switch poles... a paperclip, a 
spare piece of solid wire, just something.  (And yes, I do carry a portable butane soldering gun, for just these occasions!)  
Unfortunately, I could not even find a paperclip in my saddlebags!  We couldn't leave the alligator clip on there, because 
they couldn't get the grip installed back on the handlebars properly.  It needed to be a wire connection between the poles, 
but what has a piece of small wire in it that I could salvage? 
             This is what we came up with, allowing the Harley 
and fellow Ninja riders to all continue on their way.  YES, 
that is the spring from an ink pen!!!  After trimming, taping, 
reassembling and once again fired up, I believe the 
"expectations" of these riders of what help others might be 
able to provide were lifted to a higher level, and I also think 
Bob and I bridged a gap that won't be soon forgotten.  Bob 
asked them the next time they see someone on the side of 
the road, to stop and see if they could just give them a 
hand!  I'm sure the pictures taken by all the phone cameras 
available, were shared by them upon reaching their final 
destination for that ride. 
             We never can be sure of what "expectations" others 
have of us, but I've always thought the best attitude would 
be to "under promise, and over deliver" on whatever I can in 
this life!  Remind me to add paperclips to my saddlebag in-
ventory!!!

             Hopefully the rain clouds will soon fade away yielding blue skies and 80 degree temperatures.  FAT CHANCE! 
We live in St. Louis, remember!  All joking aside, soon motorcyclist will be out in force riding and enjoying their bikes.  But 
when was the last time you checked your “FIRST AID KIT”?  When was the last time you checked for the expiration 
dates, band-aids that lost their adhesive, bandages that have turned yellow or cold compresses that activated themselves 
and are no longer any good?  That’s right, not only do we have to prepare for the upcoming rides, we must check our First 
Aid Kits. 
             With that being said, we should get out our first aid kits.  (Everyone carries one, right?!)  Check the contents and 
expiration dates.  Just to give you a little help I have this “suggested” list of items you may wish to keep in your kit.  You 
never know when you are going to need something from it.                         
 
·          CPR/Mask or Micro shield     
·          2 – 3 pairs of gloves non-latex 
·          Face Shield 
·          4 – 6 large rolls of 4’ gauze 
·          4 – 6 large rolls of 3 – 3” gauze 
·          4 blood stopper pads or large surgical type pads 
·          Assorted Gauze pads (non-stick if possible) 
·          Assorted Band Aids 
·          Adhesive type-two minimum 
·          Trauma type scissors 
·          Eye wash 
·          2 – 4 eye pads (need to cover both eyes if one is injured) 
·          Cleansing compresses 
·          Betadine Swabs 
·          Wound Wash 
·          3 Triangular Bandages 
·          Ace Bandages – large and medium 
·          Sam Splint or other splints that are small but can be lengthened if needed 
·          Pneumo-splints – assorted 
·          Cold packs 
·          Hot packs 
·          Shock Blanket 
·          Biomedical Waste Bad 
·          Hand Sanitizer – waterless 
·          Glucose gel tube 
·          Tweezers 
·          Antibiotic Ointment
