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IN MY SADDLEBAGS
THE “4 PREPS”

A little review from some of the Experienced Rider Course material to preface my article this month! Let's talk
about the "4 Preps"... or those things that you should make sure are "ok to go", before you head out on each ride.
Preparation is a key to safe and responsible riding.

SIZE/FIT : How a rider "fits" a motorcycle can affect handling,

MOTORCYCLE : T-CLOCS is a system for a pre-ride check,

PROTECTIVE GEAR : Protective gear is for comfort and protection,

MENTAL : Riding safely requires a rider's mind to be distraction-free and safety focused.
| want to take a closer look at the first "prep" (SIZE/FIT) for a moment. Some might think that once a rider has se-
lected their particular bike, based upon all the agreed criteria (height, weight, ergonomics, etc. and of course the
color of the bike which we all know is the most important factor), that no further thought into this aspect of ride
preparation is required!
What about what happens to the handling of the motorcycle when we make changes to our creature comfort
items? | have seen a number of owners install things on their ride, with little regard to how it will effect the overall
handling and the limitations that will be imposed on that handling. Additions like handlebar setbacks, highway
pegs/boards, throttle locks, and electronic gadgets, are just a few of the items which come to my mind from previ-
ous classes | have taught, and my own experiences. Whenever we make changes to the original design of the
bike, we must always be careful to retrain ourselves with the new characteristics of our ride, so there are no sur-
prises while out riding. Every time we make a change to the bike, we should check things out, and see if the bike
still has the same capabilities in handling and safety. This happened to me just last night, as | installed a simple
power cord to my handlebar mounted GPS unit, because my GPS battery life was growing shorter and shorter.
My first routing of the cord accidentally bound the handlebars from making a full "locked" turn to the left, and would
have effected my next tight turn, (or ripped out the cord) possibly at the worst possible moment. | cannot tell you
the number of ERC students | have seen on their own bikes, where the handle-
bars hit their legs on a full turn, forcing them to move their legs out of the way GOLD WING ROAD RIDERS ASSOCIATION
during that maneuver. All because they didn't think to check things out!
Remember... The 4 "Preps" are always in play!
Always looking forward to learning new stuff!

Individual Personal Profiles: Communications Skills and Techniques; Plan-
ning, Organizing, and Conducting Effective Chapter Meetings, Gatherings, and Events: The Office/Spouse Rela-
tionship and Partnership; and several other important topics.

The goals of this program are to imbed in the Officer the idea that attitude is everything. Further, those that gradu-
ate from the program will understand and appreciate the concept of motivational leadership and the GWRRA phi-
losophy of caring and sharing.

The Horizon Program also improves the ability to communicate confidently and effectively in group and individual
situations. You will also have a practical experience in planning and conducting different types of Chapter meet-
ings, gatherings and activities.

The roster
and money must be turned into Region at least 1 month prior to the class date to ensure that the student workbooks
and other class materials can be ordered and on hand by the date of the class.

I would encourage everyone to take the class, even if you still have time before your expiration because this past
spring MFA came out with a revised and updated program. If you have taken an MFA class in the past, you will find
that things have changed. (Don't they always?) Also, another good reason for taking the class again is the simple
fact that if you do not use something that you have learned there is a tendency for you to forget what we have
learned.
